LAST MINUTE DETAILS





Camp Jameson (West) is a minimal impact camping area.  Any fires must be made in existing fire rings.





All competing patrols need to have at least one compass for the competitions. Scouts may want to wear old clothes for the “battle” Saturday afternoon.





All troops will be sharing campsites.  Jameson has 10 sites and each holds 60 campers.  This is one of the reasons why pre-registration in a timely matter was important. When you arrive at the camp, you will be assigned a campsite. This will take longer when you have not pre-registered.





Please try to camp in a compact fashion with your troop in your assigned site, so that you leave room for other units.





Don’t forget, a complete roster of youth and adults that attend must be turned in at registration, no matter when they plan to show.





No vehicles will be allowed in any campsite. Trailers are allowed but the vehicle must be disconnected and moved to the parking lot.
