2009 Klondike Derby

The ninth annual Button Gwinnett Klondike Derby will be held the weekend of February 06-08, 2009 at Woodruff Scout Reservation.  The cost of the event will be $10 per person with checks made payable to Crew 9236. Registration will beheld at the District Roundtable, January 20, 2009 from 7:30PM-9:00PM.
As this is a winter event, winter camping guidelines are to be followed.  No tennis shoes will be allowed.  Each Scout must be properly clothed for the weather (layering).  Information relevant to winter camping is included in this package.  As with the Klondike Gold Rush, an ill-prepared (not properly attired) Scout will not be allowed to participate.  This will be determined by the Klondike staff.

Electronic forms of communication such as radios and cell phones will not be allowed during the event.  Klondike staff will have access to communication in the event of an emergency.

One of the important features of the Klondike Derby is that the Scouts participate as a patrol, on their own, relying on each other, building and testing teamwork.  Scouters and other adults are welcome to observe the event but must not coach participants in any manner.

Scouts should practice Scout skills and sled maneuvering prior to the event.  Learning basic Morse code is strongly encouraged; and can be learned in one hour or less.  Patrols should take responsibility for “being prepared”; they should learn how to pack the sled so that when tipped over, everything stays intact.

Another objective of the Derby is to encourage the patrols to use their own resources and make decisions, therefore, no coaching or delivering items to patrols.

In order for this event to be successful, we will ask for volunteers to help.  There will be a need for Mounties, robber barons and helpers for the six towns.  This will be discussed at the adult meeting on Friday evening.

We have included  the Klondike History on the web page so the scouts have ample time to review, prior to any quizzes.
